2019 LUCA OLD VINE MALBEC
VARIETAL: 100% Malbec
WINEMAKING: Hand-harvested and aged 14 months in 
35% new French barrels & 65% 2nd use French barrels.
TASTING NOTE: Spice & black cherry cola aromas 
with notes of cocoa.

VARIETAL: 100% Malbec
WINEMAKING: Hand-harvested and aged 12 months in 
30% new French barrels & 70% 2nd use French barrels.
TASTING NOTE: Notes of black cherry and dark berry 
with hints of violet, vanilla and mocha.

2019 LUCA CHARDONNAY
VARIETAL: 100% Chardonnay
WINEMAKING: Harvested from an organic certified 
vineyard. 80% barrel-fermented and 20% tank fermented 
at low temperatures with 60% malolactic fermentation.
TASTING NOTE: Enticing notes of tropical fruit, 
spiced baked pear & dulce de leche.

2019 LUCA PINOT NOIR
VARIETAL: 100% Pinot Noir
WINEMAKING: Hand- harvested from an organic certified 
vineyard. Aged 12 months in 25% new French barrels & 75% 
2nd use French barrels.
TASTING NOTE: Aromas of wild strawberries, leather, 
spice & cherry.

VARIETAL: 100% Syrah
WINEMAKING: Aged 12 months in 50% new French 
barrels & 50% 2nd use French barrels.
TASTING NOTE: Aromas of cigar, leather and smoked 
meat. Hints of blackberry jaim & spiced cherry.

VARIETAL: 50% Cabernet Sauvignon, 40% Malbec, 10% 
Cabernet Franc
WINEMAKING: Aged 18 months in 50% & 50% 2nd use 
French barrels.
TASTING NOTE: Notes of cassis, mint and oak. 
Medium bodied with good density.

VARIETAL: 100% Malbec
WINEMAKING: Hand-harvested & aged for 24 months, 
33% in new French oak, 67% in 2nd use French oak.
TASTING NOTE: Dense & concentrated with red and 
black fruit notes and hints of spice.
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
