WINERY BACKGROUND: Lewelling Vineyards is one of the oldest
continuously-owned family vineyards in the Napa Valley, consistently making
elegant and highly sought-after Cabernets. This historic Napa Valley estate
was established in 1864 near the western foothills of St. Helena by pioneer

VINEYARD & WINEMAKING DETAILS: Harvested 1/2 mile south of St. Helena
on Lewelling Lane, an alluvial fan at the base of the western foothills. The soil
is bale gravelly loam. Aged 20 months in 90% new French oak. Bottled
unfined and filtered in May 2020.

TASTING NOTES & FOOD PAIRING SUGGESTIONS: An elegant Cabernet with
impressive depth and complexity. Filled with notes of cassis, spice, forest
floor, cedar, violet and dark fruits. Try with a meaty lasagna, peppered steak
